This attraction may contain startling and unexpected thrills appropriate 
only for healthy and physically able riders. Due to the nature of high thrill rides, 
guests will not be permitted to ride consecutively.

1 Guests between 36"- 42" may ride with a supervising companion 16 years or 
 older, who is at least 55" tall and meets all ride requirements.
2 Guests between 36"- 48" may ride with a supervising companion 16 years or 
 older, who is at least 55" tall and meets all ride requirements.
3 Guests between 42”- 48” may ride with a supervising companion 16 years or 
 older, who is at least 55” tall and meets all ride requirements.
4 Guests under the age of 5 may participate with a supervising companion 
 16 years or older, who meets all ride requirements.
5 Guests under the age of 8 who meet all ride requirements may participate with 
 a supervising companion 16 years or older, who meets all ride requirements.
6 Infants may ride with a supervising companion 17 years or older who meets 
 all ride requirements.
